ELIGIBILITY

To be eligible, the candidate must be

1. A minority graduating high school senior (male or female).
2. Accepted to an accredited four-year college or university as a full-time student.
3. A citizen of the United States.
4. A resident of Orange, East Orange, West Orange, South Orange or Maplewood.
5. In the top quarter of the graduating class with at least a 3.0 (B) grade point average.
6. Able to demonstrate an interest in racial and/or social justice issues. 
7. Able to demonstrate financial need.
8. Student must plan to attend a historically black college / university.
9. Changes to the eligibility criteria is at the discretion of the Rho Gamma Omega Chapter.

PROCEDURE

All candidates must submit the following forms no later than Saturday, April 18, 2026.

1. Scholarship application.
2. An official transcript indicating grade point average.
3. Two letters of recommendation (one may be from your School Counselor).
4. Two typed essays on the following topics: 
A.  Is eliminating the SAT a solution to inequity, or does it unintentionally disadvantage high-achieving students from under-resourced schools?

B. Include a separate personal statement about your hopes, dreams, goals, hobbies, volunteerism and leadership experience.
* Both essays should be a maximum of two full pages each, double-spaced and in Times New Roman font size 12.
5. A copy of your acceptance letter from an accredited college or university.
6. Please utilize your teachers and school counselor to support your efforts to write the essay and personal statement.
